some thousands of people visit it every year,
coming from all parts of the world in search
of health and recreation. The English Church
was built ten years ago, and it is an exceed-
ingly pretty and suitable structure, built in
Swiss style. It is not yet out of debt, there
was a balance of £188 still due, but this we
have been able to diminish a little. We got
' -up an Entertainment, after the style of those
