We 
should like to pay tribute to the consistent efforts which 
he has expended in maintaining it so efficiently, and with 
our grateful thanks send all good wishes that he will soon 
be able to resume his daily occupation as well as this 
service which he does voluntarily. Meantime, Mr. 
Christie, who formerly did the winding until ill health 
compelled him to resign, has undertaken to be responsible 
for this work. Many thanks also to him. 

May we also use the medium of this letter to say 
"thank you" to the life-long member of our Church who 
has presented the new lych gates which make such an 
improvement to the Park Road entrance to the Church­
yard, and who in so many ways helps and takes in­
terest in our activities. Such support is a great encourage-
ment and much appreciated. .
